* Courses taken at SJC must be completed
with a C- or better.

* A maximum of 66 lower-level transfer
credits can be used towards a UH
bachelor’s degree.

* A maximum of 2 credit hours in physical
activity courses can transfer.

Major Requirements

* B.A. Foreign Language: complete 6
hours of 2000-level foreign language
courses. Satisfactory completion may
require up to four terms of sequential
level coursework. This can also be
fulfilled in part or full through credit by
examination.
