1. Faculty/Course Evaluations:
MEC conducts online evaluations each semester, providing anonymous feedback and detailed 
reports, with processing occurring after final exams.
For report access: Go to https://accessuh.uh.edu/

2. Faculty Exam Scoring
MEC scores university exams, generating various reports; exams are scored and available for pick-up 
with a turnaround of about few minutes, and instructors must retrieve answer sheets within seven 
days or arrange for return via inter-office mail. To find out more about getting answer sheets scored 
by MEC, visit https://uh.edu/measurement-evaluation-center/exam-grading/

3. Program Evaluation
MEC offers services to assess and evaluate organizational goals, objectives, and performance 
outcomes.

4. Survey Research
MEC consults on designing and administering surveys, developing customized forms, and provides 
data scanning and preliminary summaries for research projects.

5. University Scanning Services
MEC scans surveys, standardized tests, psychological batteries, and vocational inventories.
